I plan on doing a little landscaping and entertaining around 

the fire pit.  I plan on seeing exactly where my passions for ministry and music  

intersect and how that translates to the congregational life.  I plan on being      

surprised by what I learn (even though I donõt like surprises). 

 Most of all, I hope to come back refreshed and renewed and reenergized in all 

aspects of life ð pastor, preacher, teacher, leader, husband, father (and father-in-

law!).  I hope to gain a new perspective about what I can control and what I canõt, 

about whatõs important and whatõs not, and about whatõs necessary and whatõs not.
